WHEREAS, the City of Doral (the “City”) wishes to secure a firm to provide design
services for the preparation of construction plans for stormwater improvements alone NW
114 Avenue in front of Eugenia B. Thomas K-8 School (the “Project”); and
WHEREAS, Kimley-Horn & Associates (“Kimley-Horn”) is a pre-qualified provider of
professional engineering services, selected in accordance with Consultant Competitive
Negotiation Act requirements and approved by the City Council in December 2014; and
WHEREAS, City staff respectfully requests that the City Council approve Work
Order No. 6 for Kimley-Horn, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, for the
provision of design services for the preparation of construction plans\ of the Project in an
amount not to exceed $21,019.52.
