The aforementioned project will train students
to perform in jobs commensurate with their skills, talents and knowledge; to enable them to
develop as productive people in society, and integrate them into the workplace.
Parents expressed interest in that as soon as possible to develop this project in our
community. In other cities Dade County this program is working and getting very positive
results for students, families and the companies involved. £.
