WHEREAS, the City was awarded a $1,000,000 LAP grant through the Florida
Department of Transportation’s (FDOT) and Miami-Dade Transportation Planning
Organization’s (TPO) Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP) for the construction of

Year 5B of the Canal Bank Stabilization Program; and

WHEREAS, the City of Doral Public Works Department (PWD) wishes to secure
a firm to provide Local Agency Program (LAP) Grant Management for Year 5B of the

Canal Bank Stabilization Program; and

WHEREAS, the scope of the task assigned to BCC Engineering will be to ensure
that the City complies with all Federal requirements and all documentation requirements

are met throughout the $1,000,000 LAP Grant reimbursement process; and

WHEREAS, BCC Engineering is a pre-qualified provider of professional
engineering services selected in accordance with Consultant Competitive Negotiation

Act (CCNA) requirements and approved by the City Council in November 2017; and

WHEREAS, City staff respectfully requests that the City Council approve Work

Order No. 4 for BCC Engineering, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, for
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the provision of Local Agency Program (LAP) Grant Management for Year 5B of the

Canal Bank Stabilization Program in an amount not to exceed $26,390.60.
